5.1.1 Have to be students who are currently officially registered as proceeding towards a
degree or diploma at the university or similar institute whose status is recognized by the
appropriate national academic authority of their country/region, or former students who
have obtained their academic degree or diploma in 2009 summer or winter.

5.1.2  Must be at least 17 and less than 28 years of age on January 1%, 2010
(Date of birth must be between January 1%, 1982 and December 31%, 1992)

5.1.3  Must have full passport-holding citizenship of the country/region they represent.

6. NUMBER of DELEGATION

6.1 Each country/region may enter a maximum of sixteen (16) persons of which ten (10) may be

competitors, five (5) officials and one (1) international umpire N1,

6.2 Each participant is restricted to enter up to 2 individual events in addition to one of the team events.



6.3 Each country/region may enter in:

6.3.1 Individual Events
Men: maximum five (5) players
Women: maximum five (5) players
6.3.2 Team Events
Men: one (1) team of five (5) players

Women: one (1) team of five (5) players

6.4 At the first General Technical Meeting, the Head of Delegation or his representative shall confirm and

sign the official lists of the competitors accredited by the International Committee for Supervision
Control and Arbitration of AUSF (CISCA).

Note 1: Each delegation is required to provide one (1) ITTF white badge or blue badge international

umpire. A charge of U.S. Dollar One Thousand (USD 1,000) will be collected if no

international umpire is provided.

7.  EINANCIAL CONDITION

7.1  Asian University Sports Federation (AUSF) registration fees:

7.2.1 Countries entering in individual sports must pay to the OC a prepayment of 25% of the
participation fees of each athlete and official registered on or before 14 May 2010.

7.2.2 Upon arrival, each country/region must pay the remaining balance to the OC.
